Copy
of a "Jagertrompete" by Valentin Springer, Dresden (X 476
in the arms and armor collection [Ristkammer] in
Dresden). It has been speculated that the Jager Trommet
on plate VIl in "Theatrum Instrumentorum" (1620) by

Michael Praetorius may have been based on this coiled

instrument by Valentin Springer.
